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Qualification Procedure for
European Dressage Championships 2009

In order to qualify for participation at the 2009 European Championship, riders and horses
must have attained (as a combination) a result of at least 64% attributed by two different
FEI Official International Dressage Judges of a nationality other than that of the rider, in a
Grand Prix at two separate CDI3*/CDI4*/CDI5*/CDI-Ws/CDIOs as from 1 January 2008
until the deadline for receipt of Certificates of Capability, 27 July 2009.

Proof of such results must accompany applications for Certificates of Capability.

Qualification Procedure for Young Rider and Junior
European Dressage Championships 2009

Young Riders :

In order to qualify for participation at the 2009 European Young Rider Championship,
riders and horses must have attained (as a combination) one final percentage score of at
least 60% in a Young Rider Team or Individual Competition Test at a CDIY including the
2008 Young Rider European Championship, or one final percentage score of 60% in a Prix
St Georges Test at a CDI, from 1% January 2008 until 13" July 2009. For those riders who
will compete as Young Riders for the first time in 2009, one final percentage score of at
least 60% in a Junior Team or Individual Competition Test at a CDIJ including the 2008
Junior European Championship, from 1% January until 31%* December 2008, will also be
accepted.

Juniors :

In order to qualify for participation at the 2009 European Junior Championship, riders and
horses must have attained (as a combination) one final percentage score of at least 60%
in a Junior Team or Individual Competition Test at a CDIJ including the 2008 Junior
European Championship, from 1 January 2008 until 13" July 2009.
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
